Abstract

Start-ups often post updates during equity crowdfunding campaigns. However,
little is known about the effects of such updates on crowd participation. We
investigate this question by using hand-collected data from 71 funding campaigns
and 39,399 investment decisions on two German equity crowdfunding portals.
Using a combination of different empirical research techniques, we find that
posting an update has a significant positive effect on the number of investments
made by the crowd and the investment amount collected by the start-up. This effect
does not occur immediately in its entirety; rather, it lags the update by a few days.
Furthermore, the effect of updates loses statistical significance with the number of
updates posted during a campaign. We also find that an easier language used in
updates increases crowd participation, whereas the length of updates has no effects.
With respect to the update's content, we find that the positive effect can be
attributed to updates about new developments of the start-up such as campaign
developments, new funding, business developments, and cooperation projects.
Updates on the start-up team, business model, product developments, and
promotional campaigns do not have meaningful effects. Our paper contributes to
the literature on the effects of information disclosure on equity crowdfunding



participation. Furthermore, our results have practical implications for start-ups and
their investor communication during equity crowdfunding campaigns.

Nobel Prize in economics goes to David Card, Joshua Angrist, Guido Imbens

Three U.S.-based economists were awarded the Nobel Memorial Prize in

Economic Sciences on Monday for their work drawing conclusions by observing
the cause and effect of real-world economic actions.

In Stockholm, the Royal Swedish Academy of Sciences divided this year’s
prize between David Card of the University of California at Berkeley, who
received one-half of the award, and two other economists, Joshua Angrist of the
Massachusetts Institute of Technology and Guido Imbens of Stanford University.

The men will share 10 million Swedish kronor, or more than $1.1 million.

Card was honored for his pioneering work in labor economics. Angrist and
Imbens were recognized for their methodological contributions to an understanding
of causal relationships, the prize committee said.

The ceremony was live-streamed on the institution’s website.



The committee highlighted Card’s study of the impact of wages on
employment. After New Jersey raised its minimum wage in 1992, he analyzed
employment patterns along the border with Pennsylvania and concluded that the
higher wage had employment patterns not discouraged hiring.

Card’s work upended the conventional wisdom and led to additional research
showing that a firm’s behavior often swamps the impact of wage policy.

Angrist and Imbens developed a framework demonstrating what “precise
conclusions” can be drawn from observations, which has been widely adopted by
researchers working with observational data, the committee said.

“Card’s studies of core questions for society and Angrist and Imbens’s
methodological contributions have shown that natural experiments are a rich
source of knowledge. Their research has substantially improved our ability to
answer key causal questions, which has been of great benefit to society,” said Peter
Fredriksson, chair of the Economic Sciences Prize Committee.

Taken together, the three economists have revolutionized empirical work in
the social sciences, the committee said. “l was absolutely thrilled to hear the
news,” said Imbens, 58, who noted that the three men are friends and that Angrist
had been the best man at his wedding.

The Stanford economist joined the award news conference by telephone.

Card received the news in a phone call from the Nobel committee’s Adam
Smith, which he “suspected might be a ‘“made-up name,” according to a Nobel
tweet. In a photo taken by his wife, Cynthia Gessele, Card was shown receiving the
news, clad in a bathrobe.

The committee was unable to reach Angrist before the ceremony, according to
Eva Mork, a Swedish economist and member of the prize committee.

Card is a U.S. and Canadian citizen, while Angrist has joint Israeli-U.S.
citizenship. Imbens is a Dutch and American national.

The men were honored for their work showing what conclusions can be
drawn from observations of economic forces when it is not possible to conduct
randomized experiments, Mork said.

The committee said it can be hard to analyze questions such as the impact of
immigration on employment or the income boost linked to additional years of
education. “These questions are difficult to answer because we have nothing to use
as a comparison. We do not know what would have happened if there had been
less immigration or if that person had not continued studying,” the committee said.

But Card, Angrist and Imbens showed that it is possible to reach important
conclusions about the effects of social and economic policies by observing natural
experiments, “situations in which chance events or policy changes result in groups
of people being treated differently, in a way that resembles clinical trials in
medicine,” the committee said.

Monday’s announcement comes amid shifts in economic thought on multiple
fronts. The global economy is struggling to escape the delta coronavirus variant,



leaving economists puzzling over unusual developments in labor markets, supply
chains and product pricing.

In winning the Nobel, Card, Angrist and Imbens join previous winners such
as Paul Samuelson of the Massachusetts Institute of Technology, Milton Friedman
of the University of Chicago and Joseph Stiglitz of Columbia University.

Last year, two Stanford University economists, Paul Milgrom, a professor of
humanities and sciences, and Robert Wilson, an emeritus professor of management
at the Stanford Graduate School of Business, were honored for pioneering work in
auction theory.

Before Monday’s announcement, a total of 86 laureates had received the
prize, known formally as the Sveriges Riksbank Prize in Economic Sciences in
Memory of Alfred Nobel.

Many young Chinese choose graduate school over a grim job market

Marriage, according to a French proverb, is like a fortress besieged. Those
outside want to get in; those inside want to get out. That thought, immortalised in



the title of a novel by Qian Zhongshu from 1947, has more recently been applied to
China’s graduate schools. At the end of last year, a record 4.6m people tried to
storm these fortresses by taking the postgraduate admissions exam, an increase of
over 21% from the previous year.

Some of these test-takers may have an abiding thirst for knowledge. But more
than a few are probably keen to delay their entry into China’s labour market. The
urban unemployment rate for young people aged 16 to 24 averaged over 14% last
year. In April it rose to 18.2%, its highest level since the survey began in 2018.
Earlier this month Li Kegiang, China’s prime minister, described the employment
situation in China as “complex and grim”. He identified college graduates as a
group of key concern.

This group will be unusually big this year: 10.8m, about 18% more than in
2021. Less than half of those wanting to start work after they graduate have already
received a job offer, according to a survey last month by Zhaopin, a recruitment
firm. That compares with over 60% at this time last year. They have also settled for
lower pay. Their average monthly salary was about 6,500 yuan ($970), compared
with almost 7,400 last year.

Their plight is easy to explain. The increased supply of university-leavers has
met faltering demand. The economy is shrinking thanks to China’s strict “zero-
covid” policy, which has locked down some of the best-educated parts of the
country, such as Shanghai and areas of Beijing. China’s services sector, which
employs many college graduates, contracted by over 6% in April, compared with
the previous year.

Even before China’s covid lockdowns, its regulatory crackdowns had
inhibited demand for college graduates. The government has imposed fines, limits
and new obligations on China’s technology companies. For example, a nine-month
freeze on new licences for video games damaged Tencent, China’s most valuable
private firm. It is scheduling lay-offs.

A bleak season has already arrived for China’s edtech firms. Under what is
known as the “double-reduction policy”, the government has tried to cut the burden
of homework and private tutoring on children and their parents. Many of the 4.6m
people competing to enter graduate school to consume more education might once
have joined an edtech firm producing it. In this way a policy to lighten the burden
of education on the young has extended the education of the slightly less young.

When job prospects turn precarious, job aspirations turn conservative.
College-leavers now crave stable jobs over dynamic ones. State-owned enterprises
are their first choice, preferred by 44%, according to Zhaopin. Private enterprises
lost popularity. Young people also seem keen to join the civil service. They have
displayed a similar enthusiasm for the civil-service entrance exam as they have
shown for the postgraduate test. There were 46 civil-service test-takers per opening
in the most recent exam, according to the government.

China’s restrictions on travel, and its success last year in containing covid,
persuaded many young Chinese who had been studying abroad to come home. The
number returning may have exceeded 1m, according to the State Information



Centre, a government think-tank, adding to the pressure on the labour market.
China’s draconian lockdowns this year may cause some to regret their choice.

The hapless protagonist of Qian’s novel also returns to China at a difficult
juncture in its history, after a spell studying in Europe. In this tale, his foreign
education is not much of an asset. After finding work at a Shanghai newspaper, he
confesses to his appalled parents that his wife, who works at a factory, earns twice
as much as he does. The fortress of his marriage, heavily besieged, swiftly
crumbles.
